
CODE OF CONDUCT / CONDITIONS OF BOOKING 

In compliance with the Trust Deed of the Keswick Convention, 
please observe the following code of conduct: 

 For the comfort of all residents smoking is not permitted. 

 Alcohol should not be brought into the Centre. 

 Guide dogs can be accepted by prior arrangement, but 
no other pets are allowed. 

 Leaders of  groups of  under 18's must give adequate 
superv is ion ,  both  ups ta i rs ,  in  the  games room and 
bunkhouse (if used). 

 To avoid inconvenience to other guests please report any 
breakages and any prob lems exper ienced wi th  the 
equipment provided. 

 As this is a residential area please keep noise to a minimum 
after 10.00pm and do not use the games room after this 
time. 

 Out of consideration for our neighbours all cars must be 
parked in the locked car park at the rear of the site for 
which keys are provided on each room's key ring. 

 The Centre should be left in a clean and tidy condition 
and all kitchen equipment used, including the cooker, 
should be left clean and ready for the next guests. You will 
receive a list of cleaning duties with confirmation of your 
booking. 

 Bed linen must be brought or hired. Each bed must be 
covered with a bottom sheet, pillowcase and top sheet in 
order to protect our mattress covers, pillows and blankets. 
Sleeping bags are not acceptable unless a bottom sheet 
and pillowcase are also used and our bedding is put in the 
wardrobe. 

Please remember that this is a residential area and behave in an 
appropriate and considerate way.
